For the Pennsic that never was...

Highland Foorde and beyond



Around this time, people would gather from all over the Knowne World to live in a little
city on a campground called Cooper’s Lake. Land would be measured, tents set up, classes
to teach and to learn from, great battles to be had, and stories to tell. Friends who only see
each other once a year are neighbors once more for two weeks. But with the Covid
Pandemic sweeping across the globe, the safety of the populace was taken into great
account and for the first time, Pennsic was postponed.

But, that doesn’t mean that we all still can’t gather together. Since the pandemic hit, the
SCA has made leaps of improvement to recreate moments in a virtual setting and Pennsic is
no different. With Facebook Groups, Zoom rooms, and Discord servers alight, people are
gathering more often now than ever before. To honor that, here are some of Highland
Foorde’s favorite memories from Pennsics past...

One of my favorite Pennsic memories involved a
rain storm. I think that's pretty typical honestly.
The rain causes chaos and we react to it. Our
main tent gets "cows" (where the canvas
stretches a bit and fills with water) so we run
around and "milk" said cows with whatever stick
we have at hand. As it poured down and my
campers ran around laughing and calling
warnings about where the water was going to go
(VERY IMPORTANT, by the way) Larson yelled
loudly "THIS IS A DUMB HOBBY". And we all fell
into hysterics, because WHOWANTS THIS?? But
man, we all love it so. So much so that his
Excellency presented Larson with a pewter pin

Daniel and I used to camp with Cambion, when we went to Pennsic. One year it rained. And
rained. Hoo boy, did it rain. We set up in the rain, the first weekend. M.Igor and M.Fevronia
had a Grimms Tent set up to await their arrival… and a seep spring opened up underneath it.

When you are driving to Cooper’s Lake,
no.. In the many days before Pennsic as you pack and plan, a list has formed of the many
friends you will see, classes you will attend, and merchants you can’t wait to buy from again.
One such merchant, who has been around since Pennsic X, is a frequent find on everyone’s
list. As lovely as their spice blends and sweet as their Poudre Fine, Auntie Arwen’s Spices is a
staple for the mundane and SCAdians alike. But who is Auntie Arwen, and how did her spices
become all that they are today?

Would you believe me if I told you it all started because of her Garlic
Salt? Specifically, the well known Blatantly Gahaaarlic Salt. Well it’s
true! Jane Sibley, better known to us as Auntie Arwen, had always
dabbled in spice blends but never really shared it with the public
until her garden club ran a fundraiser. She offered up a batch of
her garlic salt and after seeing how well it sold, and howmuch
the garden club made from it, she quickly whipped up 11 more
blends. She sold them locally and at Pennsic in little orange
prescription bottles and the next you know, 11 blends became
50, the plastic bottles evolved into the beautiful glass hex jars she
uses today, 50 blends became 75, and now over 450 blends of
spices as well as teas, tisanes, botanicals, and custom blends. But as
the blend count increased, she learned that she soon wouldn’t be able
to do it on her own anymore.

It’s said that good things come in pairs and for Jane, Colleen Jordan and her wife Lydia
Fithian (better known in the SCA as Lady Kinbrough Lyons and Lady Mikalina Lydushka
Pavlovna) were just the pair she needed. Working off and on at Auntie Arwen’s from Pennsic
XX and beyond, Jane knew they would be the future of her business, and it turned out
Colleen and Lydia felt the same way! When they found out there was a chance Auntie
